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Statewide contracts are an easy way to save money when purchasing many supplies and services.  The Massachusetts Operational Services Division (OSD) solicits contracts for a number of goods and services which are available for use by the County, towns, public libraries, schools and many other municipal entities.  To determine if something you wish to purchase is covered by a state contract, log onto OSD’s website at:

First click on “search for a contract”.  From here you can search by keyword, a list of topics, or contract number.  Once you find the contract you are looking for, you can access contact information for the awarded vendors by clicking on the “vendor” tab.  In many cases the prices are there for you to review.


The County Purchasing Department uses this site frequently to search for items that are not on the County bids. The Massachusetts Operational Services Division is frequently soliciting new contracts for goods and services available for use by municipal departments, as well as updating those already in existence.  Below is some information on a few new contracts as well as some contracts that you may be interested in learning more about:


Hybrid Vehicles : OSD has contracted for the furnish and delivery of hybrid vehicles (gas and electric) including passenger and light duty trucks.  This contract represents a big opportunity for local fleets to make purchases that will significantly cut greenhouse gas emissions and reduce petroleum dependence.  The bonus is, however, that hybrids nearly double the fuel efficiency of the vehicle compared to similar sized conventional cars without sacrificing convenience or performance. Vehicle Rentals: This contract was awarded to Enterprise Rent-A-Car to provide daily rental services for eligible entities.  This contract offers, among many other benefits, daily/weekly rates with unlimited mileage within the New England states, as well as free delivery and no additional fees for drivers between the ages of 21 and 25.
